Rubric. This catechism may be used in homes, missions, schools, and preparation for Confirmation.

Q. What is thy duty toward God?

A. My duty toward God is to believe in Him, to fear Him, and to love Him with all my heart, with all my mind, with all my
soul, and with all my strength.

Q. What is thy duty toward thy neighbour?

A. My duty toward my neighbour is to love him as myself, and to do unto all men as I would they should do unto me.

Q. What is Holy Scripture?

A. Holy Scripture is the written Word of God, containing all things necessary to salvation.

Q. What is a Sacrament?

A. A Sacrament is an outward and visible sign of an inward and spiritual grace, ordained by Christ Himself.

Q. How many Sacraments hath Christ ordained in His Church?

A. Two only, as generally necessary to salvation: Baptism and the Supper of the Lord.

Q. What is the Church?

A. The Church is the congregation of faithful believers, wherein the pure Word of God is preached and the Sacraments are
duly ministered.
